Geography Assessment at Blowers Green Primary  
Assessment Method: How Are Our Pupils Assessed?
Pupils’ geographical understanding is assessed through a range of formative strategies embedded within every unit. Each lesson begins with the 3 Rs – Rewind, Recap, Remember – enabling pupils to link new learning to prior knowledge and strengthen long‑term recall of key geographical concepts, vocabulary and skills.
Throughout units, teachers use flat chats, question generators, and ongoing Assessment for Learning to check pupils’ understanding, identify misconceptions and adapt teaching in the moment. Teachers also review work completed in lessons to ensure pupils can explain, apply and connect knowledge within and across units.
At the end of each lesson, teachers record pupils’ developing understanding in their Foundation Subject Mark Books, commenting on how well pupils have grasped the disciplinary question and the specific knowledge identified for that lesson. Immediate intervention from the class team ensures that any gaps are addressed promptly, so all pupils keep up.

Assessment as Learning
At the end of each unit, pupils verbally complete a picture map, which acts as an assessment-as-learning outcome capturing the period studied, the taught concepts, and the essential knowledge. These picture maps demonstrate how well pupils can recall and represent key geographical learning independently.
Pupils are assessed on their ability to recall the essential knowledge identified for the unit and to apply this knowledge to answer geographical questions using accurate vocabulary, conceptual understanding and disciplinary skills.

Assessment Impact: What the Assessment Tells Us
Assessment provides teachers and subject leaders with clear insight into:
· What pupils know, remember and can do in relation to the essential geographical knowledge.
· How securely pupils apply disciplinary skills such as enquiry, analysis, comparison and explanation.
· Which pupils require further support or challenge to ensure strong progression across the geography curriculum.
These insights help secure pupils’ long‑term understanding of key geographical ideas and ensure knowledge builds securely over time.

Assessment Feedforward: How We Use the Assessment
Assessment outcomes are used to:
· Inform teaching adaptations in real time.
· Shape targeted support and immediate interventions.
· Strengthen lesson and unit sequencing through co‑planning with subject leads.
· Ensure all pupils are secure in the essential knowledge and make sustained progress in geography.
The subject leader monitor assessment records and pupil outcomes to ensure consistency across year groups and to maintain high expectations for geographical thinking and understanding.
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
