PE Assessment at Blowers Green Primary School
Assessment Method: How Are Our Pupils Assessed?
At Blowers Green Primary School, our approach to PE assessment reflects the principles outlined in the Ofsted Research Review Series, which emphasises that assessment should be curriculum‑aligned, purposeful, and focused on whether pupils have secured the intended knowledge and competencies. 
We use the Get Set 4 PE online platform to support assessment across all units. The platform’s structured assessment criteria ensure consistency, clarity of expectations and alignment with progression across key stages. Teachers assess pupils' physical, cognitive and social development using the platform’s tools, alongside our school’s wider pedagogy.
Each unit begins with a baseline core task to identify prior learning and skill levels. This task is revisited at the end of the unit to measure progress, mirroring Ofsted’s view that high‑quality assessment should show how pupils are learning the curriculum over time. 
Assessment draws on:
· Observation of performance in real practical contexts
· Questioning and discussion to assess understanding
· Pupil reflection, linked to clear success criteria
· Evidence from pupils’ engagement with the head (thinking), heart (feeling) and hands (doing) dimensions of PE
· Self and peer assessment, aligned with the Ofsted emphasis on developing metacognition and evaluative thinking
Interim summative assessments (working below, towards secure or secure) are recorded on Get Set 4 PE, supporting accuracy and cross‑school consistency.

Assessment Impact: What Does the Assessment Tell Us?
Assessment in PE provides a comprehensive view of pupils’ developing:
· Physical competence (coordination, control, movement quality)
· Tactical understanding (decision‑making, applying rules, adapting play)
· Personal and social skills (teamwork, communication, resilience)
This aligns with the Ofsted PE Research Review’s expectation that PE should develop physical literacy in a broad sense, not just isolated practical skills. 
Assessment insights inform next steps for individuals and groups, ensuring support or challenge is well‑targeted. Subject leaders analyse data from Get Set 4 PE and observations across units to evaluate curriculum sequencing and ensure our PE offer remains coherent, ambitious and progressive.

Assessment Feedforward: How Do We Use the Assessment?
Teachers use live, in‑the‑moment observation to provide precise feedback, adapting activity design, increasing challenge or refining technique immediately reflecting Ofsted guidance that effective assessment supports responsive teaching rather than generating unnecessary workload. 
Assessment outcomes are used to:
· Plan future lessons and refine teaching sequences
· Identify pupils needing intervention or extension
· Inform enrichment and extra‑curricular opportunities
· Evaluate visible progress in core tasks throughout the unit
· Support long‑term curriculum planning based on year‑group trends in physical literacy and confidence
Data recorded on Get Set 4 PE ensures that pupils’ progress is well‑tracked and that leaders can monitor standards and continuity across the whole school.
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
