PSHE and RSE Assessment at Blowers Green Primary School
Assessment Method: How Are Our Pupils Assessed?
At Blowers Green Primary School, assessment in PSHE and RSE reflects the values of our Learning for Life curriculum and the structure of the Jigsaw PSHE programme. Assessment focuses on pupils’ personal development, understanding of key concepts, and ability to reflect rather than on written outcomes or formal testing.
Each lesson begins with the 3 Rs – Rewind, Recap, Remember, enabling pupils to draw on prior learning and make meaningful links across the wider curriculum themes. Teachers use flat chats, question generators, structured discussion and pupil voice to assess understanding during lessons.
As many PSHE and RSE outcomes are discussion‑based, we use floor books to capture whole‑class thinking and retrieval. These floor books hold photographs, annotations, pupil quotes and class reflections, providing an authentic record of learning without relying on individual written work. Teachers use the Jigsaw Learning Intentions and Success Criteria to consider how well pupils have met expectations and how they are progressing within:
· Being Me in My World
· Celebrating Difference
· Dreams and Goals
· Healthy Me
· Relationships
· Changing Me
Trackers are used alongside the Learning for Life curriculum to ensure coverage, progression and consistency in pupils’ personal, social and emotional development.

Assessment as Learning
Assessment is embedded as part of the learning process. Pupils are encouraged to reflect verbally, contribute to circle‑time discussions, and engage with scenarios, role‑play and problem‑solving activities. Floor books act as a collective representation of the class’s understanding, showing how thinking develops over a sequence of lessons.
Teachers evaluate pupils’ ability to:
· Use appropriate language related to feelings, relationships and wellbeing
· Apply strategies for keeping safe and healthy
· Show respect, empathy and understanding of different viewpoints
· Reflect on personal experiences and respond thoughtfully to new concepts

Assessment Impact: What Does the Assessment Tell Us?
Assessment provides teachers and leaders with a clear picture of pupils’ developing:
· Personal and social understanding
· Emotional literacy
· Respectful attitudes and empathy
· Ability to apply strategies taught in the Learning for Life curriculum
· Readiness for safe, healthy relationships in school and beyond
Evidence across floor books, pupil voice and observation demonstrates deepening understanding of concepts, improved emotional vocabulary, and secure application of learning in real contexts. These insights support teachers in planning next steps for both individuals and whole classes.

Assessment Feedforward: How Do We Use the Assessment?
Teachers use real‑time observation and ongoing dialogue to offer immediate feedback, adjust questioning and guide reflection. Assessment outcomes shape:
· Smart Starts and retrieval opportunities
· Revisiting of key themes or lessons where misconceptions appear
· Planning for subsequent units
· Opportunities for targeted small‑group discussion or support
· Sequencing adjustments within the Learning for Life curriculum
Subject leaders review assessment information and floor book evidence to refine curriculum organisation, ensuring that PSHE and RSE at Blowers Green remains responsive, inclusive and impactful for all pupils.
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
