RE Assessment at Blowers Green Primary School
Assessment Method: How Are Our Pupils Assessed?
At Blowers Green Primary School, the assessment of Religious Education is fully aligned with Dudley’s Agreed Syllabus, ensuring that pupils develop secure knowledge and understanding of religion and worldviews through a coherent and progressive curriculum.
We use the same assessment approach applied across our wider foundation curriculum. Each lesson begins with the 3 Rs – Rewind, Recap, Remember, enabling pupils to retrieve prior knowledge and make meaningful links across concepts, traditions and worldviews.
Throughout each unit, teachers use flat chats, question generators, structured discussions and ongoing AfL to evaluate pupils’ understanding of beliefs, values, lived experiences and key theological concepts. These strategies capture pupils’ thinking in real time and allow teachers to adapt teaching responsively and address misconceptions immediately.
Teachers record pupils’ developing understanding in their Foundation Subject Mark Books, commenting on how well pupils have grasped the specific content and disciplinary question identified for that lesson. This informs immediate intervention by the class team, ensuring pupils keep up.

Assessment as Learning
At the end of each RE unit, pupils complete a picture map that illustrates the key concepts, religious narratives, practices and worldviews taught. This outcome enables pupils to demonstrate how well they can recall, represent and connect the essential knowledge outlined in Dudley’s Agreed Syllabus.
Teachers evaluate pupils’ ability to:
· Recall and explain core beliefs and practices
· Compare and contrast religious and non-religious perspectives
· Use subject-specific vocabulary accurately
· Reflect on and interpret differing worldviews
This provides an authentic assessment‑as‑learning opportunity and strengthens pupils’ long‑term retention.

Assessment Impact: What Does the Assessment Tell Us?
Assessment provides teachers and leaders with a clear picture of pupils' understanding of religion and worldviews across the curriculum. Evidence from lesson-based assessment, picture maps, and teacher observations shows:
· The depth and accuracy of pupils’ knowledge
· How confidently pupils can articulate and interpret key concepts
· The development of reflective thinking and respectful understanding of difference
· The extent to which pupils can connect learning across units and traditions
These insights ensure that progression in RE is secure, coherent and aligned with the expectations of Dudley’s Agreed Syllabus.

Assessment Feedforward: How Do We Use the Assessment?
Teachers use ongoing observation, questioning and dialogue to provide immediate feedback and extend pupils’ reasoning. Assessment outcomes shape:
· Planning within the current sequence
· Smart Starts and retrieval opportunities
· Adaptations to future units
· Targeted support or challenge for specific pupils
Subject leaders use assessment evidence to refine sequencing across year groups, ensuring that RE at Blowers Green remains ambitious, inclusive and knowledge-rich, enabling all pupils to develop a deep, respectful understanding of religion and worldviews.
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
